Another Use For an Incidence Meter 
When mounting your airplane's wheel pants, use your 

incidence meter to make them match your airplane's 

thrust line. Start by setting the fuselage level on a 

surface, and clamp or tape the incidence meter to the 

wheel pants. When the wheel pants are at the correct 

mounting angle, mark and drill the mounting holes and 

fasten them.

The two aircraft – a Nieuport 28 and a Lockheed P-38 

Lighting – was donated to the Saxon Aerospace Museum in 

Boron by the MMM, Bob Smith, Joe Breda and John 

Sturgeon.   

The Nieuport 28 was won by John Sturgeon at the AMA 

Convention in January.  He traded it to Bob Smith because 

he is the WWI aircraft expert and would be able to set it up 

correctly (wing struts and wires).  After getting it all 

together a complete analysis of the airworthiness was 

accomplished by Bob and Ron Scaggs and they concluded 

it might make one takeoff with a very short flight with an 

unsurvivable landing.  So it was decided the plane would 

last longer if it was on display in a museum, the Saxon 

Aerospace Museum in Boron.  The engine and radio were 

removed and Bob installed a mock propeller setup.  Below 

are some pictures of the tentative placement of the 

Nieuport:
